. Fifteen-minute telephone survey of a random sample of Direct Express cardholders:

Margins of error for subgroups are higher.
. Interviews were conducted between March 17 and March 31, 2009.

. Screening questions were used to ensure:
—  Cardholders are receiving an SSA and/or an SSI payment on the Direct Express card; and
— Respondents have been receiving those benefit payments on the Direct Express card for at least three months.

. Some Direct Express cardholders receive both SSA and SSI payments, so there is some overlap in SSA and
SSI audience data.

— Note that for crosstabs and data processing purposes, we coded audience using the actual payments cardholders
received based on the list of cardholders provided by Comerica Bank, and not self-reported payments in the survey,
which are slightly different.

. Quotas were set on region and representative payee status to accurately reflect the distribution of Direct
Express cardholders.

. Representative payees are defined as those who receive a benefit payment only on behalf of someone else and
do not receive a payment of their own, unless otherwise specified.
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Methodology

* Respondents were informed that the research was being conducted on behalf of
the U.S. Department of the Treasury and that their responses were confidential.

* Respondents were not offered an incentive for their participation.

 The gquestionnaire was translated into Spanish and bilingual interviewers were
available for Spanish-speaking respondents.
